Business Agent Report 
 

Looking at the abandoned face mask hanging on my wall, I canôt help but reflect on how normal things 

have been here at the Local 2300 office over the last three years. During this time, we continued dis-

patching, negotiating collective agreements, electing new executive boards, and dealing with grievances, 

WCB claims and other membership issues. Despite a few disagreements over covid-19, vaccinations and 

pandemic restriction the membership worked together to perform well over 1 million hours of work for 

our contractors. We also grew our membership, grew our market share, renovated our office, did some 

major energy upgrades on the hall and introduced a zoom option for meetings. We now have two full-

time admin staff, an assistant business agent, a female member-at-large position on our executive board, 

and a Local 2300 diversity committee.  

Local 2300 members have always put aside our differences to work together and get the job done and the 

last three years have been no exception. While some organizations used the pandemic as an excuse to do 

very little, Local 2300 and our membership did more than ever. While some Unions have reduced their 

democracy even further, CMAW has maintained and increased ours. Our ninth convention in October 

2022 serves as an excellent example of this. Local 2300 sent a full slate of 10 elected delegates and 17 

resolutions to the floor, 13 of which passed. These resolutions will result in improvements to our Unionôs 

accountability, democracy, collective bargaining, and pension and benefit plans. The delegates got some 

good education at labour school, a glimpse into the workings of CMAW, and met like-minded members 

from across our organization. Thanks very much to all of the members that took time out of their lives to 

sit as delegates to improve life for the rest of us. 

Thank you also to all the members who put their names forward for executive board positions last year. 

2022 marked 3 local by-elections for executive board positions, all of which drew a lot of interest. Many 

unions have difficulty filling volunteer positions, we should all be really proud that Local 2300 often has 

more people running than we have positions to fill. Our democratic structure and constitution are the 

foundation of our Union, but it is our membership participation that helps us thrive. While I will always 

have concerns about how CMAW conducts itself, I also find enormous comfort in the fact that our mem-

bers are actively participating. Like the word UnIon, Unions needs both  U and I.  

Looking forward, it has always been my belief that our Unionôs priority should be to improve lives for 

construction workers in the Kootenay/Boundary area. The best way to achieve this is to remain a viable 

option for the non-union worker. The more viable an option we are, the more the Non-Union contractors 

will need to improve wages and conditions to recruit and retain workers. Every time they improve work-

ing conditions, workerôs lives are slightly improved. Every time a non-union workerôs life is improved, 

our contractors become more competitive, allowing us to seek better terms and conditions for our mem-

bers. Each time this cycle is repeated, workers benefit. In 2023, Local 2300 intends to take full ad-

vantage of the momentum we have built over the last three years and will be turning our attention to-

wards growing the Union. Our focus in 2023 will be to capitalize on new provincial NDP legislation that 

makes it easier for workers to form Unions. We will turn our attention to recruiting new members, forg-

ing new relationships with community partners, and helping workers unionize their workplaces. This 

will in turn grow our market share and help to further improve lives for all construction workers in the 

Kootenays.

BC Construction Industry Rehabilitation Plan 
 

These last few years have been very challenging for everyone for many different reasons.  CMAW 

members have access to the Construction Industry Rehab Plan or CIRP, which is a joint union and em-

ployer funded Substance use and mental health program.  Today the program provides services that 

range from ócheck in and support callsô to counselling and residential addiction treatment.  

CIRPs program is built on three foundational pillars:  óPrevention & Promotionô ; ótreatmentô; 

óbuilding resiliencyô.  Under the óprevention and promotionô pillar they provide education and aware-

ness courses around substance use and related mental health issues to both the unions and the employ-

ers.  Courses such as the ñMental health awarenessò, ñThe link between construction and the opioid 

epidemicò  and ñoverdose prevention trainingò to name  just a few.  Courses on óstress managementô 

and ósuicide preventionô are part of  their óbuilding resiliencyô pillar, helping to keep our members and 

their families healthy, and most importantly resilient.  

All members in need of help will be offered a one-year treatment plan with our team. 

This includes, counselling, psycho-educational workshops, support groups, and 

where needed a ninety-day residential treatment program through our rapid access 

private beds.  It is important to note that this program is free to the member whereas 

other treatment centers may not be covered and are very costly.

Market Recovery 
Our Market Recovery program helps in improving 

and maintaining our share of the labour in commer-

cial and residential markets.  Voted on and approved 

by Local 2300 members, we contribute 24 cents per 

hour earned to a fund used to level the playing field 

between union and non-union contractors. This pro-

gram helps reduce enabled jobs, which allowed our 

contractors to pay our members at a reduced rate.  

The Market Recovery program allows our signatory-

contractors to bid competitively with non-union con-

tractors who pay low wages and/or no benefits. 

Some of the 2022 projects made possible by the Market Recovery fund were: Salvation Army 

building,  Ralcomm building,  and four residential builds in Castlegar, Slocan Valley, and 

Christina Lake.
